Summary – An Executive Resolution to take an express political position opposing U.S. intervention in Syria and supporting Congressman Joe Heck for opposing intervention. 

AN EXECUTIVE RESOLUTION OF THE CLARK COUNTY REPUBLICAN PARTY EXECUTIVE BOARD TO TAKE AN EXPRESS POLITICAL POSITION OPPOSING U.S. MILITARY INTERVENTION IN SYRIA, SUPPORTING UNITED STATES REPRESENTATIVE JOSEPH HECK ON HIS POSITION ON SYRIA; AND PROVIDING FOR OTHER MATTERS PROPERLY RELATING THERETO. 

BE IT RESOLVED, that the Executive Board of the Clark County Republican Party, 

does hereby declare as follows:

Section 1.

WHEREAS, the President of the United States has requested that Congress authorize military intervention in the ongoing conflict in Syria; and

WHEREAS, the United States has no significant national security interest in the outcome of this conflict, given that both sides in the conflict are known to be hostile to the United States to varying degrees; and

WHEREAS, the overwhelming opinion of the citizens of the United States is that our nation should not involve itself in the internal matters of Syria or other nations without cause or invitation; and

WHEREAS, the Syrian rebel forces the United States military would be assisting are known to be in alliance with Al Qaeda, Hezbollah, and other groups hostile to the United States; and

WHEREAS, many of our elected officials, including United States Representative Joe Heck, have also expressed serious doubts as to the benefits of any potential military action in Syria:
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Clark County Republican Party hereby declares that we believe military intervention in Syria to be against the best interest of the United States and it’s citizens at this time; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Clark County Republican Party wishes to offer it’s full support to Representative Joe Heck in his objections to American military intervention in the Syrian conflict; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Clark County Republican Party encourages all elected officials from Nevada and across the nation to oppose American military intervention in Syria or elsewhere in the world without undeniable proof of an imminent threat to our national security.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Secretary of the Clark County Republican Party shall, within twenty four hours of the passage of this resolution, transmit a copy of this resolution and the attached press release to the entire membership of the Clark County Republican Central Committee, and to the following members of the local and national press:

LAS VEGAS, NEVADA - The Clark County Republican Party has passed a resolution calling on all elected officials in Nevada and across the nation to oppose President Obama’s proposed military intervention in the conflict in Syria. The resolution asserted that the conflict in Syria presented no immediate threat to the national security of the United States, and also questioned the benefits of backing one side rather than the other, given that both sides of the conflict are hostile to the United States to varying degrees. Additionally, the majority of U.S. citizens are of the opinion that America should not inject itself into the conflict, lending additional credence to the spirit of the resolution.

The resolution also singled out U.S. Representative Joe Heck, R-NV, commending him for his objections to military intervention. Representative Heck was one of the signers on a bi-partisan letter sent to the President by Rep. Scott Rigell, R-VA, demanding that the White House consult with Congress prior to committing U.S. military resources to the conflict. Representative Heck has subsequently authored an op-ed article for CNN outlining his doubts and objections to intervening in the conflict in Syria.
